Audition Requirements   
 

All students who intend to pursue the B.F.A. with a major in Theatre in the Musical 
Theatre track must audition for the purpose of admission. Auditions are regularly hosted 
on campus and at major Theatre events. 

 
All students admitted to either the musical theatre or performance tracks are required to 

audition for theatre area productions every semester that they are enrolled in the 
program. Exceptions for extenuating circumstances must be requested in writing at 
least two weeks prior to the scheduled auditions. Failure to meet these conditions will
